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Function of Pr incipal 
Management Group

 On December 30th, HAPA Secretary/Treasurer West 
Sanders and I met with Leslie Newton of Principal 
Management Group.  Leslie Newton is very 
knowledgeable and should be a tremendous asset to our 
association. 
 The Board has received many questions concerning 
the logic and costs associated with hiring a management 
company.  The previous Board (and other Boards) 
realized Hicks Airfield is no longer a small, easy to 
operate entity.  The time involved in operating the 
airport and running the Association continues to grow, as 
does the complexity of the operation.  There are regular 
requests for financial information, title company requests 
concerning resale and assessment verification plus a host 
of other questions.  The way we were doing business 
was working poorly and the members were becoming 
more and more dissatisfied.  After a search and 
reviewing several different companies the previous 
Board chose Principal Management Group. 
 I support the decision to hire a professional 
management company.  We have a one-year contract 
with them, which began on September 4, 2003.  The 
financial record keeping needs to be handled by 
professionals and we need to enforce our CCR’s in a 
uniform and unbiased manner.  PMG’s experience in 
both these areas should prove to vital for the future of 
Hicks Airfield.  
 Costs:  Principal Management Group charges a $525 
management fee plus a flat rate of $107 for general 
copies and postage (up to 300 copies per month) for a 
total cost of $632 per month.  
 What do we get for this money?  First and foremost 
we will have professional accounting of our financial 
records.  The management company will collect 
assessments directly and pay HAPA bills directly.  
HAPA will receive detailed monthly financial reports as 
to our income and expenses and we will receive a 
detailed annual report.  They will prepare budgets based 
on our previous years© expenses.  In addition, Leslie will 
drive the airport, at least twice a month, to ensure 
compliance with the CCR©s.  The Management Group 
will document CCR violations and if necessary (and only 
with Board approval) enforcement action will be taken.  
The first letter PMG sends out concerning CCR 
violations is sent via regular mail, costing us nothing 
extra.  However, if the member does not correct the 
violation, PMG will send them a certified letter, which 
will cost an additional $5 per letter.  If we are forced to 
take legal action for CCR enforcement, any charges 
incurred and billed to HAPA will be, to the maximum 

extent possible, billed to the individual members.  There 
are other charges we could incur, however those actions 
must have Board approval. 
 Many, including myself, are very concerned that the 
cost could spiral out of control.  This Board will keep a 
sharp eye on the charges and if the service becomes too 
expensive or we do not feel PMG is worth the costs, we 
will not renew the contract.  
 It will take some time to integrate our accounting 
system to PMG’s system.  Once this is done and the 
assessment issues settled I would hope the financial side 
of HAPA would settle down with detailed reports 
available to anyone who wants them.  Once everyone 
understands the CCR’s and realizes we are serious in the 
enforcement of them, the airfield will look sharp.  
 This is our airfield and together we can make this a 
great place to play.

 Hicks future, what will it bring? 
 Long after we are gone, will our children and their 
children be playing at Hicks as we are?

 As I’ ve said before, we are all more or less together 
on our destination; it is the journey to that destination we 
fight over.  
 No Board can do all that needs to be done; there is 
simply too much work.  We need to divide the tasks that 
lie before us into workable and manageable sizes.  To do 
this I propose we form several additional committees to 
oversee finite areas.  The current Committees do an 
admirable job and would remain as they are.

 To deal with current problems I believe we need a 
Septic Committee, a Resolution Committee, a Social 
Committee, an Election Committee and an Airport 
Safety/Security Committee.  To deal with long-range 
projects, I believe we need a Capital Improvements 
Committee.  For each of these committees the Board 
would outline what is expected and a time frame to 
complete the project.  Each committee would be 
expected to solicit the opinions of the members, either 
through workshops or surveys. Each of these committees 
would have a budget (however small) to work from. 
 The Septic Committee would deal with maintaining 
and operating the current septic systems.  They would 
determine a course of action should the individual septic 
groups fail to devise their own plan.  
 The Resolution Committee would attempt to resolve 
disputes that could not be resolved through the Principal 
Management process.  If this Committee cannot resolve 
the problem then the member has the right to bring their 
complaint before the Board of Directors.  
 The Social Committee would coordinate our social 
activities to include Fly Outs, Membership Meetings, 
Clean Up Days and any other social event we would like 
to hold.  
 The Election Committee would develop a standard 
ballot and provide clear instructions.  They would 
establish cut off dates for members to place their name 
on the ballots and ensure the entire election process is 
known to the members and complies with the CCR’s.  
 The Airport Safety/Security Committee would 
investigate the ground safety and security of the airport. 
As the name implies this committee would develop a 
plan to deal with the upcoming TSA requirements plus 
the problems of non-Hicks folks on the field.  
 The most complex committee will be the Capital 
Improvement Committee.  This Committee will be 
charged with developing strategic plans for our future. 
They will develop five, ten and twenty year plans so that 
when Hicks builds out and we have tackled each of our 
problems the end result will be a completed coordinated 
project.  This committee will be made up of several other 
groups.  One such group would deal with our runway 
and taxiways.  They will need to develop a 
comprehensive plan to deal with the deteriorating 
runway and taxiways.  I would envision the runway/
taxiway group having professional Civil Engineers  
(with no financial stake in their decisions) evaluate our 
runway and taxiways.  We will have to prioritize what 
areas are rebuilt and set a time frame to rebuild them. 
We would also need a long range Drainage/Septic group 
to deal with and determine the order in which we deal 

with our drainage problems and develop a long range 
plan for dealing with the septic systems.  We need a 
Land/Building group to deal and keep abreast of the 
south end land and investigate the possibility of 
purchasing/building a facility for HAPA.  In addition the 
Airport Safety/Security Committee would be a part of 
the overall Capital Improvement Committee.   
 The past Board of Directors has done many of these 
tasks themselves.  However there are way too many 
things that need to be done for just seven people to 
tackle. 
 I realize this is a very ambitious undertaking.  I 
realize this broad plan will evolve as the Board 
determines the feasibility of each task.  None of this will 
happen without your, all of your, help.  It will take some 
time to get things going.  If you see a committee you are 
interested in please step forward and volunteer.  
 We need your help if HAPA’s future is to be bright.

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RUNWAY LICENSE FEE 
 

Your Vice President’s View 
By John Unangst, HAPA Vice President 

 
 First, let me say that this airport will require 

additional funds above the current annual assessments to 
keep our taxiways and runway in good repair.  I have 
listened to the arguments of many owners regarding this 
license fee that was levied by the 2003 BOD and I find a 
common concern.  The license fee is unfair and not in 
compliance with the CCR’s. 

One has to read the entire CCR’s to include all of the 
amendments.  Now I understand that these CCR’s are at 
best incomplete, poorly written and difficult to interpret, 
however there is enough information on the license fee 
to get a good understanding.  The first and most 
important point is that the license fee has to be assessed 
by the association, and not by the BOD of HAPA.  
Secondly, the license fee is really the inappropriate 
avenue because it is only a fee for the use of the runway.  
Notwithstanding these issues, if this fee is to be used it 
has to be (from amendment five) “uniform, with the fees 
so charged by the Association per Lot being based upon 
the gross footage of the Lot and the rate per gross square 
foot being the same for all Owners of Lots of the 
Property.”  

This fee also has to be applied to all portions of the 
(from amendment five) “Property developed as an 
aircraft hangar, for commercial development, or for 
residential development, as the case may be.”   What this 
means folks is all lots, with or without a building, will 
have to pay except those lots that are not to be developed 
as stated earlier (i.e. septic lots).  

This is how our CCR’s are written, and it is currently 
the only way to assess owners.  I urge all owners to 
email or call your current Board of Directors to express 
your wishes.

Chairman’s View

I realize there are a lot of people upset about the 
Runway Fee.  If you take more than 15 minutes and look 
at the airport, we will spend more money on 
taxiways/roads than the runway.  The real name of the 
fee should be "Road Improvement Fee" but the CCR©s 
don©t call it that and the BOD should keep with the 
CCR©s.  I hope our president will explain this in the next 

� � � � � � � � �� � � � � � � � �� � � � � � � � �� � � � � � � � � . 
The condition of the airport is truly a case where an 

ounce of prevention is worth a pound of cure.  Why?  
We have somewhere around 15,000 square feet of 
asphalt go bad each year.  It costs $1.50/sq. ft. to remove 
bad asphalt and overlay the repair.  It costs 60 cents per 
ft. to overlay good asphalt.  At the current rate of asphalt 
loss, for each year we delay it costs us about $13,000 
more for asphalt replacement.  Almost all of this is in the 
taxiways since the runway has a good seal and isn©t 
degrading due to heavy loads.  The reason the taxiways 
aren©t doing as well is they get heavy construction 
(concrete trucks) equipment and other traffic that the 
runway doesn©t.  There are also drainage problems with 
some of the taxiways. 

If you think $275 is a too much, we haven©t even 
started yet.  To get the whole airport back into good 
shape, we need to raise at least $500,000 or more.  Do 
the math.  You can count on spending somewhere 
around $2000 for each hanger above the normal dues 
over the course of the next five years.  The money has to 
be collected.  The only real argument is how it should be 
divided up. 

If the funds aren©t raised, I©d be willing to bet that you 
will be getting to your hangar by way of a pothole 
infested gravel road by 2007.  Does anybody remember 
what the main taxiway was like a few years ago just 
before the repair?  Look at the road on the north end of 
the field?  In both cases, once a spot totally fails, the 
adjacent asphalt won©t hold and the whole thing goes.  A 
3© x 3© pothole in bad asphalt turns into a 30© x 70© mess 
almost overnight with a little water and traffic.  We have 
a lot of places on the airfield now that are very close to 
failing and they are not on the runway.  My problem 
with the $275 is that it©s not enough money and it won©t 
come fast enough. 

As an owner at the airfield I know I©m going to have 
to pay for maintenance.  I don©t agree with everything the 
BOD has done.  I©ve also looked at the numbers.  For me, 
any division of cost whether it is by lot or by hanger is 
still a justifiable number for having a hangar and runway 
available.  I know a lot of the other owners feel the same 
way.

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Hicks Septic Systems 
Smelly but Impor tant Business

My apologies for the cheap joke.  It’s hard to stay focused 
on these kinds of issues. 

The BOD met with interested owners in a workshop 
Thursday night, January 15th.  The subject was Septic Systems.  
The results of the workshop will be presented for discussion 
and approval at the next BOD meeting.  Here’s an outline of 
what was developed. 

Although a lot of work has been done on the septic 
systems, there remains a lot more to be done.  A lot of owners 
probably haven’t’  been paying a great deal of attention to their 
septic system.  Here’s a brief summary.  There are three 
different types of systems developed for the common use.  A 
different style for each in Section I, II, and III.  Each 
succeeding system is more complex as the building codes 
tightened over the years.  Section III systems even have a 
routine inspection requirement the others don’t have. 

Maintenance of the septic system plumbing belongs to the 
owners connected to it.  (in accordance with the CCRs).  It is 
the owners© responsibility to keep it in good working order.  
Although HAPA has paid for emergency repairs on several 
systems over the past year and a half, it was always the BOD’s 
intention to bill these repairs back to the systems’  owners.  
Until now, we haven’ t had the mechanism in place 
(management company willing to perform the billing and 
collection).  Nor have we had a good plan for how the bill 
should be divided in a fair and reasonable manner. 

Nancy Cullen and the other 24 owners on her system 
created a good plan for emergency repairs. 

Emergency repairs, 20% flat fee to all owners on that 
system.  80% based on water usage.  (The big water users 
would pay a higher percentage than the owner that only comes 
out occasionally and uses very little water.) 

Annual Inspection, (Only applies to the systems on 
Section III) Not based on any type of usage.  Therefore, the 
workshop agreed that the entire fee should be divided 
uniformly among all owners on that septic system. 

The models the workshop agreed on can and should be 
superseded if the majority of owners on a system want to do it 
differently. 

Expect some “ interim payment plans”  until most of the 
hangar construction is complete.  For instance, Glen Smith 
owns the only hangar on his system.  Should he pay the entire 
80% water usage portion of an emergency repair?  He 
certainly didn’ t wear it out. 

Each system preferably will have a captain (or whatever 
you want to call the focal point for system management).  This 
person will be the 1st point of contact if a malfunction is 
suspected.  Any member of the BOD will be the backup, or the 
next point of contact if there is a problem.  The contact point 
will ascertain the need for a callout, and then schedule the 
services of Links Backhoe or other repair agency selected by 
that group as required. 

Once the repair service is complete, the bill will be 
submitted to and paid by HAPA.  HAPA will subdivide the 
bill per the agreement in effect for the owners of that system.  

The apportioned billing will then be forwarded to the 
management company.  The management company will 
invoice the individual owners for their portion of the bill. 

For those owners that have already had emergency repairs 
performed on their system, expect a letter within a few weeks 
after the BOD meeting if this plan is approved.  The letter will 
probably outline who’s on the system, the amount due, the 
type of repair that was performed, along with the date of 
repair.  The letter will probably also show the amount that 
would be charged with the 20/80 procedure or the flat 
inspection fee procedure (Section III owners).  With any luck 
at all, the system will have a captain identified that can get an 
agreement from the other system owners to either accept the 
billing as shown, or present an alternate plan with an agreed 
upon distribution of the bill. 

Hopefully that clears things up nicely for you.

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             Nasty, but For tunate . . . . . 
In Some Ways 
By Gerald McCombs 

 
 Surely Neil Anderson must have experienced a 
microsecond of 911 imagery when he glanced out his 
hangar office window and instinctively ducked to 
perhaps avoid a sudden intrusion of a wayward Piper 
Apache through that window!  Neil was lucky!  The 
Apache occupants were lucky!  But the Piper and the 
venerable T-28 war-birds did not fare so well, nor did 
Neil’s TV antenna! 

 On Friday afternoon, January 9,  the Apache was 
reduced to a heap of mangled, gnarled metal as it 
careened off the top of the hangar’s west façade, 
severely damaged the tail sections of both T-28’s, and 
clunked to rest -- right side up -- on the pavement in 
front of Jim Yule’s hangar.  The Apache, of course, was 
a total loss, but the war-birds are currently undergoing 
surgery on their derrieres.  Neil says it may be perhaps 6 
to 12 months before we again hear the telltale clatter of 
those radials announcing their takeoff. 
 

 On the fortunate side:  (1) Neil and others on the 
ground were spared any physical injury, (2) although 

damaged, the T-28’s are reparable, (3) no explosion or 
fire occurred, which is quite remarkable, (4) no one was 
killed, and (5) apparently only one minor injury was 
inflicted, a scalp laceration. 
 Steve Candler, a takeoff-to-impact eye witness, 
described the event thusly:  “After what appeared to be a 
normal liftoff, and before the gear could even be raised, 
at about 15 to 20 feet above the runway, the aircraft 
yawed noticeably to the right, indicating a right engine 
failure.  Almost immediately it yawed back to the left 
but continued drifting toward the hangars.  As the 
aircraft neared the hangar, the nose pitched up slightly, 
probably in the pilot’s attempt to clear the hangar, but it 
impacted the top of the wall, fell through the war-birds’  
tails, and crashed onto the driveway.”  
 This accident should remind all of us of the 
importance of a solid takeoff emergency plan, whether 
single-engine or multi-engine; the tremendous 
asymmetrical  force resulting from an engine failure on a 
multi and the control response necessary, especially 
immediately after takeoff; and the irony of the fact that 
not until you lose an engine do you really have a multi-
engine aircraft on your hands! 

 Let’s all continue to seriously consider two 
paramount mantras in aviation:  the benefits of staying 
proficient and the occasional necessity of -- or desire for

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The Ground Safety Corner  
By Dan Campbell, Hangar # 913 

 
 This month let’s look at a couple of safety areas that 
you may not have thought about: hangar doors and 
unsupervised children in golf carts. 
 Hangar doors. What could be unsafe about something 
that moves that slowly? Ours takes about a minute to go 
up or down, and I imagine most of the doors out here 
move at about the same speed.   That’s true, but unlike 
most garage doors, there is no obstacle safety switch to 
shut off power to the door if a child falls where the door 
will land.  On a garage door that safety switch prevents a 
200 to 500 pound door from crushing a child.  A forty-
foot hangar door weighs much more - nearly 2000 
pounds more than a garage door. 
 When I am lowering the door, and I’m not sure where 
my granddaughter is, I stop and watch the door until it is 
down.  That way, I can stop the door if I see her running 
out or in. 
 Also, do not let your kids play or sit on the door 
raising equipment with the door down. These doors are 
not as safe as a garage door.  The gears, drive shafts, and 
cables have poor covers. There is no warning when the 
door starts up and the uncovered gears or cables can 
tangle clothing in an instant. 
 Billy Edwards, who built our hangar, told me not to 
be under the door when it is going up or down. Four 3-
millimeter lift cables raise our door.  I don’ t know how 
many cables would have to fail before they all failed, so 
I have started looking at the cables to check their 
condition.  Our hangar door probably gets used more 
frequently than any other on the field. When we built the 
hangar we didn’ t size the garage well, so our hangar 
door is our garage door.  
 The door lift cables have cut into the cable guide bars 
that position the cable covers over the drive shaft, and 
the cable covers are tearing up the lift cables.  Recently, 
I replaced the guide bars on the worst of the cable covers 
with new bars and a stainless steel tube over the rod for a 
bearing, hopefully this will fix the problem. 
 On to the other item - unsupervised children driving 
on the field. My son, who was home on leave from the 
Army, told me that he almost hit a girl on a scooter who 
came flying out of a hangar. He saw her long before she 
looked for him. 
 More children are playing on the field on weekends 
than ever before, due to the grandparents living in such a 
“cool place” or just out visiting the airplane.  
Unfortunately, the same people who can’ t read and obey 
the 30 MPH speed limit during the week are coming out 
on the weekend when kids are playing on the taxiways.  
Most of the kids I have seen on golf carts, scooters, and 
bikes did not have an adult with them. 

 I know you bought this property to do what you want 
to do without the city restrictions. But, just because 
Hicks Field is in Tarrant County, doesn’ t make it the 
“Wild, Wild West” . If your activity is not safe enough 
for city streets, it is not safe to do on our taxiways, where 
airplanes taxiing and drivers who don’ t obey the speed 
limits.  A sober adult riding with the kids will prevent 
most of the accidents involving kids and cars, as well as 
kids and airplanes. 

January Flying Safety Meeting 
Notes

 On the Friday before the January Flying Safety 
meeting we had an on-field crash that has been covered 
in other articles in this month’s FLAPPINGS.  Having 
things to discuss was not a problem this month. 
 January’s original topics for the Flying Safety 
meeting were:  National Security and Interception 
Procedures, and the operations plan for Security Control 
of Air Traffic and Navigation, known as SCATANA.  
 In the good old days, before 9/11, intercepts of 
civilian aircraft by Air Defense fighters in the US were 
far and few between.  Already over 1500 aircraft have 
been intercepted, most for violating Prohibited areas and 
the Temporary Flight Restriction areas. 
 Areas you can get intercepted for violating are:  Air 
Defense Identification Zones (ADIZ),  Prohibited areas, 
or, one of those pop-up areas known as a Temporary 
Flight Restrictions (TFR). 
 The ADIZ’s were originally set up to identify 
incoming Soviet bombers in the Cold War.  Here in 
central Texas most of us do not foresee ourselves flying 
anywhere near the ADIZ, but it is not impossible.  Just 
this year the American Yankee Association has flown 
out to La Pesca, Mexico and the Bahamas.  Both of these 
destinations would have required operating in the ADIZ. 
 Now that President Bush is frequently hosting foreign

dignitaries at his ranch in Crawford the Prohibited area  
(P-49) over him comes and goes.  It’s very important to 
check the NOTAMs before flight, P-49 grows to 10 NM 
and a TFR is placed over it that extends out to 30 NM/ 
18000FT when the Prez is in town.  TFR’s may also pop 
up over football games and other open-air assemblages 
of people just about anywhere. 
 OK, let’s say you goofed up your ADIZ entry ETA, 
or flew into a TFR guarding the gathered throngs at a 
Bar-B-Q picnic of left-handed-twin-brothers in Right 
Hand, Texas. The next thing you know is there’s an F-16 
on your wing – what do you do now? 
 Hopefully this article has prompted you to brush up 
on your interception procedures!  They are in the AIM 
chapter 5, section 6.  The procedures for the fighters are 
outlined, as well as the signals the fighter will use and 
your proper responses. 
 The last topic was the Security Control of Air Traffic 
and Air Navigation Aids, or SCATANA.  This is an 
Operations Plan that can be implemented by the military 
thru the FAA.  If the military thinks there is an air 
defense emergency and it needs to clear the air to more 
efficiently intercept hostile aircraft, it will tell the FAA 
to order the landing or grounding of all non-combatant 
aircraft.  FAA will use all available radio frequencies to 
notify you, however, they may not use all the CTAF 
frequencies.  This is a good reason to file a VFR flight 
plan and monitor either flight following or Guard on 
cross-country flights. 
 SCATANA is an old plan, designed during the Cold 
War, and unfortunately it had to be implemented once.  
Even if SCATANA isn’ t a term we are familiar with, 
most of us know all about the weeks we spent on the 
ground after 9/11 because of it .

 I would like to join Bill Akin in thanking the HAPA 
Board of Directors and all the volunteers for a year well 
done.  With the growth of Hicks the challenges that 
HAPA faces each year continue to grow.  I am pleased to 
see that a property management group has been secured 
by HAPA.  The Property Manager will be able to collect 
all the back dues from past years. 
 In the last � � � � � � � � �� � � � � � � � �� � � � � � � � �� � � � � � � � �  a statement was directed to 
the present board in response to the runway license fee.  
“Budget items are items that should have blended into 
the existing budget by planning and are not, by 
definition, items requiring special assessment funding”.  
I agree with this statement, but the flaw is that Mother 
Nature and the Runway/Taxiway were not given a copy 
of the HAPA budgets from day one.  If they were given 
copies of the runway/taxiway maintenance budget levels 
from the beginning of Hicks I am sure they would have 
imposed some restrictions on runway/taxiway use, and 
its location.  The runway could only exist where the 
proper amount of moisture is present to keep the base at 
optimum levels; no moisture in combination with 
freezing temperatures; and absolutely no vehicles over 
5000 pounds.  I am sure that Mother Nature and the 
Runway/Taxiway would have also put a disclaimer that 
states, if no maintenance is performed to the runways/
taxiways, no matter where they are, and how they are 
used, the runways/taxiways will not last forever.   
 If the founders had a crystal ball and could have seen 
Hicks as it is today, they would probably thought they 
had a defective crystal ball, maybe more or less could 
have been written into the CCR’s to address the issues 
we face today.  But here we are with dump trucks with 
tons of dirt coming and going, delivery trucks coming 
and going, Mother Nature challenges us every year, and 
Hicks is growing like a weed.   
 A letter to the editor also stated that the board was 
misusing their power in using a “ license fee” to acquire 
the funds required to re-pave the runway.  The other 
option would be a 2/3 member vote for a special 
assessment for a “capitol improvement” .  A wager was 
made, that the membership would step up to the plate 
make the investment to repair and/or improve our 
runway and taxiways.  The amount was not specified for 
the wager, but I would like to follow up on the wager. 
 Here is my wager.  We, the HAPA membership, set 
up a bank account where everyone can contribute.  No 
money can be taken out of this account for the three 
years, and I am sure there is someway, maybe the HAPA 

lawyer or Property Manager, would be the only one 
allowed to remove the money after the three years to 
donate to HAPA for use on taxiway “capitol 
improvement” .  If you use the math that HAPA is using 
for the runway, there are 240 hangar/T hangars.  If all 
240 hangars make a donation $100/year or a one time 
$300 donation, then at the end of three years there would 
be $72,000 for the taxiways.  If 2/3 donate there would 
be $48,000.  I am sure that this money would go a long 
way in repairing, maybe even providing a new number 
one taxiway.  I wager $1,000, that at the end of three 
years there would not be over $50,000 in the account.  I 
hope I am wrong, and lose this wager.  I will even put 
my $300 donation plus the $1000 in the account in 
January so there will be no question of me backing out in 
three years.  If I lose then we will at least have 
$51,000.01 to donate.  If I win then we will at least make 
a donation of $300 to HAPA for the taxiways.  All I 
would ask is that the 2004 Board of Directors set up the 
logistics to make it possible for us to contribute funds 
outside of the CCR’s.   
 If I am wrong and we the members can come together 
to make a difference, then there is nothing that would 
stop us from continuing to contribute our time and 
money to “… eventually realize a significant return from 
the investment we make now in our runway and roads/
taxiway”. 
 As a final note; just imagine a new runway and 
taxiways that do not ding your propeller, especially if 
you have a reoccurring AD note on it.  Then Hicks 
would be a First Class Airport.

Dear HAPA Members: 
 
 Please allow me to express my sincere 
congratulations to all HAPA members for the vote 
turnout in the recent Board election.  It is my 
understanding that approximately 70% plus of our 
members cast their ballots.  I hope this is the beginning 
of a trend of major participation in at least the critical 
affairs of HAPA by its membership. 
  There is no question in my mind that the misguided 
and unfortunate decision by my friends on last 
year©s Board to invoke an unfair fee on a select group of 
HAPA©s membership was the reason the three seats up 
for grabs on the Board were filled with new folks by 
what I believe was a record turnout.  Yet, the 
three incumbents (from the last Board) present at the 
recent meeting along with a proxy from the fourth 
incumbent (not present) voted at the first meeting of the 
new Board not to rescind the unfair fee.  
 I fully understand the argument that getting a two 
thirds majority of the fixed number of total members to 
vote for a runway repair assessment would be difficult, 
but the very important end sought does not justify 
an incorrect and unfair interpretation of HAPA©s 
CCR©s.  At the very least, the Board should take 
advantage of the wide latitude it claims the CCR©s 
allow in assessing a runway fee without member 
approval and invoke it fairly by imposing the fee on 
every property owner on the same basis as our current 
assessments.  One thing is very clear if one studies the 
documents thoroughly.  Appropriately, a key theme 
thr oughout  t he Associ at i on©s gover ni ng 
documents is equal treatment of all HAPA members.  
  I believe any reasonable person who has studied the 
Association©s By-laws and CCR©s will argue that 
major clarifications and changes need to be made.  
Perhaps, in my view, the most needed change is that of 
requiring a majority vote, on those issues reserved for 
membership vote, by those members who care enough to 
participate rather than a majority of the fixed number of 
total members.  The requirement of a majority of total 
members in HAPA©s CCR©s is a trap not typically used in 
any walk of a democratic society and the very reason, I 
believe, the previous Board was compelled to stretch 
an interpretation of the CCR©s which allowed them, in 

their minds, to go around the membership.  Didn©t know 
I was a mind reader, eh?  I learned that one from Elmer.  
  Consider this.  Electing a HAPA Board does not 
require a majority of HAPA©s membership -- only a 
majority of those who choose to vote.  If a majority of 
total membership was required, do you suppose we 
would be able to elect a new Board each year?  
Hmmmm?  Not likely.  Let©s see now.  It is currently 
possible, as I believe it should be, for HAPA©s Board to 
be elected by a majority of those members interested in 
participating.  Right?  This means a Board can be elected 
by as few as a single member upwards to as many as a 
simple majority of total membership.  Therefore, based 
upon the opinion of last year©s, and now the current 
Board, a Board potentially elected by substantially less 
than a simple majority of HAPA©s members, indeed, 
potentially elected by one member©s vote can, with a 
simple majority of a Board quorum of three members, 
raise taxes without the members approval.  In no way is 
this the intent or spirit of HAPA©s governing documents.  
  It is my position that the CCR©s require membership 
vote on just four important items, not the least of which 
is the imposition of fees, assessments, special 
assessments or any other form of taxation.  Nowhere in 
HAPA©s rules will you find authority giving its Board to 
unilaterally invoke assessments, indeed it reserves that 
authority for the Association in several places.  The 
Association is defined in the By-laws as the 
Association©s members -- not its Board of Directors. 
  As I queried in a previous letter, if a HAPA Board 
can invoke a tax of any amount at any time with a three 
vote quorum majority by calling it a runway license fee, 
why would the framers of the CCR©s bother 
requiring a majority vote of the members for the other 
types of assessments?  This Board has set a very 
dangerous precedent open to serious abuse and 
dissension in the future. 
 To demand only a segment of the membership to bear 
the total burden of added disproportionate fees in order 
to maintain common property which benefits all of 
HAPA’s property owners should be considered arrogant 
and repugnant by anyone with any sense of logic and fair 
play.

Because of the right to privacy laws, they can’ t 
just hand it over to an outsider to do the work for 
them.  See my next point) 

·  Jim was told Texans’  rights to privacy outweigh 
any plan he has to publish all the names/phone 
numbers etc without permission.  He also cannot 
publish the names of the members in arrears on 
their dues.  Several people told him this.  Most 
speakers qualified their knowledge of this point 
of law.  They worked with personal records at a 
big company or had some other reason to be 
knowledgeable about this.  Jim’s response was 
he wanted it in writing from a lawyer.  (Side 
note to members:  That costs HAPA members 
about $150/minimum per occurrence.) (Did I 
mention I’m about lawyer’d out?)  These days, 
the relevant statutes are available to anyone (not 
just lawyers) on the internet at no expense to 
HAPA. 

·  The old BOD members and the new BOD 
members are still a bit “bristle’ ly”  with each 
other.  A little politeness would go a long way to 
improve things.  A little is a bit more than we 
seem to have in us at this point.  Making 
statements that sound arrogant and sending 
emails that appear imperious has not been very 

conducive to improving the atmosphere.  (But I 
do believe I may be biased.)  Also, it seems to 
me that our president’s response to an answer he 
doesn’ t like is to rephrase the question and bring 
it up again.  Maybe he thinks he’ ll get the 
answer he wants that way.  If nothing else, I 
can’ t fault Jim for his energy level.  We are 
definitely communicating…over and over and 
over…(To his credit, he appears to be trying 
very hard, but he’s new at this.

And, the 
cost of having a team of lawyers try to rewrite 
them (and get HAPA members to pay for and 
vote to accept the changes.) is probably more 
than any of us are willing to pay.

Runway L icense Fee 
By Bob Avery 

 
I would like to share a few interesting numbers and 

my opinion pertaining to the $275 license fee the past 
BOD imposed on the membership. 

Most T-hangar lots are about 1800 square feet and 
pay $45 per year in assessments (2 1/2 cents per square 
foot).  Take $275 and divide it by 1800 which equals 15 
cents per square foot. 

A typical "duplex" hangar lot is about 3500 square 
feet.  Take $275 and divide it by 3500 which equals 8 
cents per square foot. 

Now take a two lot hangar on the runway (mine for 
example @ 111) with a 19,000 square foot lot.  $275 
divided by 19,000 equals 1 cent per square foot. 

And all vacant lots pay nothing regardless of what is 
parked on them, or if they are being used for outside 
storage, airplane tie down, helicopter pad, parking, etc. 
etc. 

We are all going to benefit financially in proportion 
to the amount of property we own by improving this 
place as a group effort.  To "force" some members to 
contribute 15 times more while others contribute nothing 
is unfair and unjust. 

Trying to justify the license fee "because it’s the only 
way the CCR©s will let us do it" is the wrong path to 
follow, and will just lead to more division among the 
membership.  Capital improvement funding must be just 
and equal to all.
