 Hicks Airfield will be what YOU decide it will be.  This airfield 
is owned by all of us and should be run by all of us. 
 During the election process, John, West and I presented our 
objectives.  The first objective was “Maximum Member Involvement 
in HAPA Business.”  In order to have member involvement we must 
have two pieces: 1) the HAPA Board must give you the opportunity 
to become involved and 2) you must step up to the plate and help.   
 In the February BOD meeting I suggested we form several 
additional committees.  As President of your Association I am 
charged with many responsibilities, all of which I take very seriously. 
Our By-laws state, “The President shall be the chief executive officer 
of the Association.  He shall preside at all meetings of the Association 
and of the Board of Directors.  He shall have all the general powers 
and duties which are usually vested in the office of president of an 
association, including but not limited to the power to appoint 
committees from among the Owners from time to time as he may in 
his discretion decide is appropriate to assist in the conduct of the 
affairs of the Association … ”  
 I very much wish the Board would support these committees and 
I am confident they will.  These committees will evolve as we 
explore the many ways to address each situation. 
 Let us look at the committees. 
 1) Capital Improvements Committee:  This is a critical 
committee that will help decide our future.  This Committee would be 
comprised of members from the Runway/Taxiway Committee, the 
Drainage Committee, the Airport Safety/Security Committee and the 
Septic Committee.  They would develop long-range plans for our 
Airfield. 
 2) Septic Committee:  Soon you will receive, if you have not 
already, a letter concerning your cluster septic system.  We need a 
Captain for each system, whose duties will be to be a point of contact 
to call a licensed repair company for your septic emergencies.  This 
committee would also be part of the Capital Improvements 
Committee.  I have volunteered to serve as the Chairperson. 
 3) Resolution Committee:  The Board has indicated they want 
all protest to come directly to the entire Board therefore this 
committee will not be formed. 
 4) Social Committee:  This committee will plan our parties and 
other social activities including our clean up days, annual Christmas 
party, and any other social activities the membership would want.  If 
we want parties, someone must organize them. 
 5) Election Committee:  This committee would be responsible 
to establish a standard ballot, establish a nomination time frame, 
ensure the election notice is sent out and any other aspect of our 
election process, so we are compliant with our CCR’s. 
 6) Airpor t Safety/Security Committee:  This committee would 
deal with the non-flying safety and security aspects of the airport. 
They would work with the Sheriff’ s Department and hopefully set up 
a community watch program. 
 7) Runway/Taxiway Committee:  This committee would deal 
with the major infrastructure aspects of the taxiways and runways. It 
would do a comprehensive survey of our runway and all our taxiways 
and devise a short and long term repair program. 
 8) Drainage Committee:  This committee would explore how 
we can solve our drainage problems and deal with long range aspects 
of our sewage. 
 9) Legal Committee: This committee would consist of only 
licensed attorneys who would offer, free of charge, their legal 

interpretations of our CCR’s, By-laws and other legal issues.  The 
Legal Committee’s interpretation would not be binding on the Board 
and at any time a Board member could consult with our paid attorney.  
This Committee would save the Association money. 
 10) Community Relations:  This committee would build 
positive relationships with the surrounding communities. 
 11) Inter -Association Coordination Committee:  This 
committee would work on the political front dealing with the City of 
Fort Worth and other associations.  John Austin has agreed to be the 
Chairman, however he needs someone to back him up and help with 
working with other associations and the City of Fort Worth. 
 There we have it, eleven areas where you can help and be 
involved.  Please, find an area that you are interested in, step up to the 
plate and pitch in, otherwise it won’ t get done.

Letter to the Editors 
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Flight Simulator to Learn On and 
Log Time On

Pro-Aircraft has just added another training device to its 

inventory.  But this is not an airplane, although when you are flying it  
you might forget that fact.  James Eads, the CEO of the flight 
school, has recently purchased an ELITETM  Model PI-135 PCATD 
(Personal Computer Aviation Training Device). 

 
 

 
 
The FAA has authorized this PCATD to be used to log up to 10 

hours of instrument flight time toward an Instrument Rating without 
actually being in an airplane.  Naturally, you have to be under the 
supervision of a Certified Flight Instructor, Instrument.  There are 
various other ways to log time using this device such as for an 
Instrument Proficiency Check, 50 hours toward a Commercial 
Certificate, 25 hours toward an Airline Transport Pilot Certificate, 
and even 2 1/2 hours for a Private Certificate.   

Mr. Eads has also purchased additional software which should be 
able to simulate most of the currently popular Global Positioning 
Systems.  Thus, someone already possessing an Instrument Rating, 
would be able to get checked out on all of the features of his GPS by 
a professional utilizing the simulator.  Many of us who have panel 
mounted equipment  have no problem using the Direct function, but 
are a little fuzzy on loading flight plans, making GPS approaches and 
even properly using the Nearest function. 

Needless to say, even if you own an instrument certificated 
airplane, the expense of accumulating this experience utilizing the 
PCATD would be significantly less than actually flying an airplane. 

The real advantage is not the cost savings, but the fact that you 
can stop the action, if necessary, and be guided by the CFII in various 
ways.  The flight instructor can immediately position your airplane 
anywhere in the area of interest, and then describe where you went 
wrong, make suggestions, and clearly show your flight path, and why 
it was flawed.  He uses the correct Air Traffic Control terminology 
when communicating clearances and expects you to respond 
correctly.  This is done, not while you are sweating under the hood 
trying to maintain some semblance of aircraft control, but in the 
comfort of the Simulator Room where you are able to fully 
concentrate on the jovial flight instructor’s admonitions. 

On Valentine’s Day, I had the good fortune to observe flight 
instruction on this excellent device and actually fly it with the able 
oversight of an almost legendary CFII.  The sky was not black with 
airplanes on 14 February 2004 in the Hicks vicinity due to winter 
weather (see the newsletter cover) but flight instruction continued 
among the dedicated. 

Efe Gures is one of the best instrument flight instructors that I 
have had the good fortune to know.  Efe, Jeff Gunter  (one of Efe’s  
instrument students) and I adjourned to Pro’s Simulator Room to 
observe and exploit the advantages of this new training device.  Efe 
sat at the left console which had plan position information of the 
tactical area, a display of Jeff’ s relevant flight instruments and 
controls for varying Jeff’ s flight situation. 

Jeff sat on Efe’s right with a realistic control panel where you 
turn knobs, flip switches, and push buttons (instead of working a 
mouse).  There are rudder pedals, and yes, the brakes are applied 
normally using the tops of the rudder pedals .  Jeff used the realistic 
flight controls to take off from Meacham, intercept a Millsap radial, 
fly to an intersection, and then proceed to the published holding 
pattern, which he entered and flew in a professional manner.  While 
Jeff was flying his assignment, Efe made some critical, but 
encouraging comments.  After the Emergency Medical Team arrived 
and removed Jeff’ s almost lifeless body (...just joking), it was my 
turn in the pit; I mean cockpit. 

Probably in deference to my advanced age, Efe was courteous as 
we went through the same profile.  That is until I was three miles out 
on the approach to Mineral Wells and the visibility began to vary 
erratically, like it does in the real world on some occasions.  Hey.  It 
was fun and I learned a lot from Efe and from flying this excellent 
machine. 

Instrument flying is not a joke.  Those of us who love it should 
stay proficient in it, because our lives depend on our proficiency.  
Stop by Pro and talk with the Pro’s about their new training tool.  
You will  be a safer and more confident pilot for the investment.

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The Flying Safety Corner

More than once, I have heard survival instructors say the 

most important survival tool is the one between your ears.  I 
am sure they were correct; however, having a survival kit in 
your plane can make a huge difference in how well you do in 
your “survival experience” . 

A survival kit doesn’ t have to be big – actually the more 
you have sometimes inhibits your imagination.  So, how much 
of what do we need?  Here are some ideas to justify what I’ve 
carried in my survival kit. 

My kit bag is a small bright red backpack.  You don’t need 
camouflage as long as you aren’ t trying to evade capture.  
While small, it carries plenty, just not a lot of food. 

After you have picked up some survival items you do not 
want to just throw them in the kit – try to keep it organized.  I 
put most of my gear in resealable plastic food bags, and threw 
away the hard to open bubble cards and boxes they came in.  
Get the baggies with the slide openers or put some scotch tape 
on both sides of the top to make it easier to open with cold, 
wet fingers. 

As you load the baggies, make an inventory of what went 
inside each baggie, and place the inventory inside where you 
can read it without opening the bag.  Lists are good; I never 
would remember that I have a cable saw for cutting firewood, 
or straws from Mc Donald’s which are good for starting fires. 

A good survival book is an amazing help.  It can give you 
ideas on how to build a shelter, how to do first aid, and if 
nothing else, the pages that do not apply to your current 
predicament make good fire starters!  A great basic book is the 
Boy Scout Handbook, but there are plenty of good books 
available.  I keep mine in a front pocket with a knife, a pair of 
light sticks, and collapsible pliers. 

My first aid kit is a small 5 X 6 inch zippered bag that was 
sold packaged as a first aid kit for hunters.  It may be better set 
up for gunshot wounds than torn metal cuts, but we have to 
limit this somewhere! 

For shelter I’m probably over-equipped. I have two 
Thermos brand Sportsman’s Blankets and two Space blankets, 
all of them are shiny silver on one side and the sportsman 
blankets are bright orange on the flip side. I like staying dry 
and out of the wind.  If I tie them together, I have a small tent. 

Inside the blankets I packed breakables and flat items like: 

a signal mirror, a pair of compasses, those straws from 
McDonald’s, a plastic Fresnel lens and dry tinder. 

While I don’ t have much food, just one MRE packet, I do 
have fish hooks (Just in case I’m downed close to a trout 
stream).  Food is one item that does not have an indefinite 
shelf life in a survival kit. 

All right, here you are, having a 
lousy day.  You just crunched 
your Eagle close to Nowhere, 
Texas, you’ re OK, but you 
didn’ t file a flight plan.  First 
aid, shelter, and fire are your 
first got-to-do’s.  You may not 
need much of your survival gear 
here in the states because of 
ELTs and Rescue should pick 
you up in a few hours.  

“Should”  is the critical word here and people have died 
because they did not shift gears into the survival mode fast 
enough. 

You must to be ready to spend the night before rescue 
shows up.  You may spend a couple of days and nights in the 
weeds if your ELT failed or the weather gets bad.  If all you 
do is fix yourself up, make a shelter, and cook dinner before 
rescue shows up, you will have kept busy, and you can at least 
offer them some burnt, out-of-season trout with mushy MRE’s 
on the side.  Hey, when I’m cooking, every day is a survival 
situation!
