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President’s Comments 
 

First Quar ter Update 
By Jim Yule, HAPA President 

 
 In early December the majority of you elected me to the 
Board of Directors. Later that month, the Board elected me as 
their President.  
 My overall goal is to change the culture at Hicks Airfield. I 
want to empower you, the members. My position continues to 
be that the Board should run and/or oversee HAPA’s day to 
day functions, but the decision making process should involve 
the members via various committees. After the members 
compile the information, present the facts and make a 
recommendation, the Board will make the final decision. At 
the same time, when any Board wants to stick their hand in 
our wallet, we, the majority of HAPA members who cast their 
vote, must approve.  
 I clearly stated my objectives when I ran for the Board. 
The incumbent Board Members knew and know what I stood 
(and stand) for when the board elected me President. My 
objectives were and continue to be: 

1. Maximum Member Involvement in HAPA Business.  
2. Member vote on all major decisions (such as the 

$300,000 License Fee) 
3. Clear, concise ballots  
4. Verifiable elections 
5. Published agendas for all meetings 
6. More formality in conducting HAPA meetings.   
7. Publishing of accurate and timely minutes from all 

meetings  
8. Access to all HAPA Records and Financial 

Information for all members 
 Let me update you on the progress in meeting those 
objectives: 

Number One: Maximum Member Involvement in 
HAPA Business. In order to have member involvement two 
things must happen. First the Board must seek your input and 
MOST IMPORTANTLY YOU MUST BECOME 
INVOLVED. I have established numerous committees to 
offer you a forum to voice your opinions and become part of 
the decision making process. I t is now time for you to j oin 
those committees and help in the decision making process.  

Number Two:  Member vote on all major decisions 
(such as the $300,000 License Fee). The License Fee is 
extremely divisive. There is a clear need for funds to pay for 
the needed improvements to the airfield. The divisive question 
remains: How and who pays for these improvements. This 
issue is going forward and we are making progress, however 
the four Board members who voted for this fee last year have 
clearly stated the License Fee, as passed by the previous board 
is and will remain in affect.  

Number Three and Four: Clear, concise ballots and 
Verifiable elections. The Annual Meeting date is set for 
December 4, 2004. Now we can proceed to establish a 
standard ballot, with clear instructions and a time frame for 
our annual elections. A list of each member’s name, address 
and lot number(s) is now available for any member to receive, 
so long as it is for HAPA business.  

Number Five:  Published agendas for all meetings. 
Agendas have been long and detailed. You can expect this to 
continue.   

Number Six: More formality in conducting HAPA 
meetings. This has been a failure due to the constant 
disruptions of our meetings by certain members. This issue 
must and will be dealt with. 

Number Seven: Publishing of accurate and timely 
minutes from all meetings. We are struggling to print complete 
minutes yet not get into the details of everything that was said. 
This will improve as we gain more experience.   

Number Eight: Access to all HAPA Records and 
Financial Information for all members. The HAPA Attorney 
has given her opinion about HAPA Records and Financial 
Information. She has stated HAPA must give any member a 
list of HAPA member’s names, addresses, lot numbers and 
assessment amount. Each member has the right to access to all 
the financial records (except the individual’s assessment 
payment history) so long as the use of this information is 
relative to HAPA business. There is a printed form each 
member must sign to receive such information.  
 There is a lot more work to be done. Some members are 
refusing to participate in the business of HAPA because they 
disagree with my position on issues or do not like me 
personally. This is unfortunate, because working for HAPA is 
not working for me, it is working for the Airfield. The Airport 
will suffer due to their attitude. I welcome everyone to let their 
voice be heard via the committees and/or during our HAPA 
meetings, provided it is done in civil and orderly manner. 
 

Committee Update 
By Jim Yule, HAPA President 

 
 A couple of months ago I established various committees. 
My objective is to have our culture at Hicks change somewhat 
so we, the members, become involved in running the Airfield. 
While these committees are advisory only and do not have the 
authority to act for the Board of Directors, they give the 
membership the ability to participate in the decision making 
process. Originally I simply stated the concept behind each 
committee feeling those who volunteered would have the 
ability to explore exactly what is needed. This concept has not 
changed, however I am offering some of my thoughts as to the 
Duties and Responsibilities of each committee.  In addition, 
each committee will determine their Chairman.    
 

1) Capital Improvements Committee: Duties and 
Responsibilities: Develop one, five, ten and twenty year 
plans for Hicks Airfield to include, but not limited to: 
Taxiway repair needs, Runway repair needs, Purchase of 
South Entry property, Purchase of a HAPA building, 
Comprehensive storm drainage plan, Comprehensive 
sewer/septic repair and maintenance plan, Comprehensive 
safety and security of the Airfield plan.   

Volunteers thus far: Nancy Cullen (working on a 
five year plan), Gary Mor r is (Drainage), Jim Yule 
(Septic), Chair from Airport Safety/Security Committee 
(to be determined by that committee), Chair from the 
Runway/Taxiway Committee (to be determined by that 
committee).  
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2) Septic Committee: Duties and Responsibilities: 
Ensure the various septic groups repair and maintain their 
cluster septic systems. Each group will need a Captain 
whose duties will include being a point of contact for a 
licensed repair company to repair your septic system. 
There will be a HAPA coordinator to ensure maintenance 
and repairs are made as per the HAPA Septic letter. 
HAPA Coordinator is Jim Yule. 

 3) CCR Ver ification Committee: Duties and 
Responsibilities: After a violation notice has been sent to 
an offending member, coordinate, verify and document 
CCR compliance and report back to the Board. Chair: 
Steve Ramsey. 

4) Social Committee: Duties and Responsibilities: 
Ensure our parties and other social activities are properly 
planned for and funded by the Board. Insure we have 
adequate tables, chairs, serving equipment and other 
items.  

5) Election Committee: Duties and Responsibilities: 
Ensure the Board approves a standard ballot, with 
instructions, a nomination time frame and election time 
frame. Coordinate with Principal Management Group to 
ensure the correct numbers of ballots are sent to each 
member and other aspect of our election process, as 
needed so we are compliant with our CCR’s. Chair: Jim 
Yule. 

6) Airpor t Safety/Secur ity Committee: Duties and 
Responsibilities: Ensure the non-flying safety and security 
of the Airport. Establish and promote with the Sheriff’s 
Department and the Board a community watch program.  

Volunteers: Walt Bartzat, Jay Miranda, Larry 
Par tain. 

7) Runway/Taxiway Committee: Duties and 
Responsibilities: Hire, with Board Approval, a Civil/road/
runway engineer to professionally survey the entire 
airport taxiway and runway system. Prioritize the areas in 
need of major repair, the time frame for such repairs and 
determine the estimated cost of repairs. Present to the 
Board by September the findings. Mary Reddick, Bob 
Avery. 

8) Dr ai nage Commi t t ee:  Duti es and 
Responsibilities: Research the overall drainage plan as 
filed with the county. Determine a course of action on 
how we can solve our drainage problems. Coordinate with 
the Septic committee on how to deal with our long-range 
septic issues. Deadline for a Board Report; November 
2004 by Gary Mor r is. 

9) Legal Committee (Licensed Attorneys): Duties 
and Responsibilities: Advise the Board on CCR 
interpretation and other legal matters free of charge.  
Gene DeBullet. 

10) Community Relations: This committee would 
build positive relationships with the surrounding 
communities.  David Henson.  

11) Inter -Association Coordination Committee: 
This committee would work on the political front dealing 
with the City of Fort Worth and other Associations. John 
Austin has agreed to be the Chairman, however, he needs 
someone to back him up and help with working with other 
Associations and City of Fort Worth  

John Austin, Jim Partington, Bob Kraft.

March HAPA Meeting

 The March HAPA meeting was very informative and at the 
same time contentious. 
 In January and in February, I requested Ms. Annette 
Loyd, HAPA’s Attorney, provide to the Board for publication 
in � � � � � � � � �� � � � � � � � �� � � � � � � � �� � � � � � � � � , her wr itten opinion concerning the Release 
of Member information issue and the License Fee issue, 
respectively.   
 I last talked to Ms. Loyd right after our February meeting. 
During the week or so preceding the March meeting, I 
repeatedly tried to personally contact Ms. Loyd in an attempt 
to get her legal written opinion to the Board. I talked to her 
secretary/assistant but Ms. Loyd was not available nor did she 
return my calls. On the day of our Board meeting while I was 
having a conversation with the property manager, I found out 
Ms. Loyd was going to make a presentation that night. Ms. 
Loyd never mentioned nor indicated to me she wanted to 
present her opinion to the Board nor to the membership. 
 Unbeknownst to me, the HAPA attorney was told, 
apparently several days or weeks prior to the March meeting, 
by one or more other Board Member(s) she could make a 
presentation at the March meeting. Her presentation was not 
thrown together at the last minute, as it involved large displays 
and other copied material. 
 I have absolutely no problem with her presenting her legal 
opinions; in fact I have been seeking her written opinion since 
January. If I had known she wanted to make such a 
presentation, I would have gladly scheduled and publicized a 
general membership meeting. I feel you, the membership, 
were cheated out of hearing directly from our attorney. Her 
professional opinion about the license fee and the release of 
member information issues is extremely important.  
 The fact she did not tell me of her intentions is not only an 
insult to me personally, but an insult to the position I hold.  
 This blindsiding is an attack on the process we should 
follow, in fact, during her presentation she requested we 
channel our request through ONE person. That person must be 
the Board President.    
 At the conclusion of the presentation, I asked Ms. Loyd, 
again, for a written opinion. She said she would provide us 
with one and at her request, I have sent her a brief draft. I want 
all of you to read what her legal opinion is.  
 After Ms. Loyd left I attempted to complete the meeting 
but was routinely interrupted by certain members. This is a 
continuing problem the Board will have to address.  
 Some members want me to tell them what to do so that I 
“provide leadership”. They want me to “make the tough 
decisions.”  I am not the Board.  I am but one member of 
seven members whose votes comprise the Board’s decisions. 
When one person makes decisions we have a dictatorship, 
even if there is a “governing body.”   
 I am providing leadership by attempting to have the 
members involved in the decision making process. I believe 
this is called Democracy! Democracy is neither easy nor 
quick.      Democracy means allowing everyone the freedom to

state his or her opinions, without interruption. Democracy 
means decisions are made by the majority on the Board, not by 
one person.  
 I don’ t know how past decisions were made, but I do know 
that so long as I am President of HAPA I will do my best to 
see to it the Board, all seven of us, make the decisions.  In 
addition I will do my best to allow each of you to state your 
position on the issues, preferably via the committee system or 
at a board meeting. I will do my best to stop the interruptions, 
however, I do not believe I have the authority to expel any 
member from the meeting. As far as I can tell, only a motion 
from the entire Board can establish that action.

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First Flight Into Photo History

 I started my RV in late 1997 when my wife informed me 
that she liked flying at my side (like in my previous plane a 
Grumman AA-1B) rather than in front of me (like in the Acro 
Sport II biplane I built after the Grumman).  With those orders 
in hand I found an empennage and wing kit that Paul Hookey 
had started and bought it from his widow (unfortunately Paul 
had passed away after retiring and just beginning to build the 
empennage).  My RV is a "slow build" version and took over 
2,000 hours (6-1/2 years) to complete.  I chose the slow build 
for several reasons.... (1) Money.... (2) I had a good plane to 
fly during the building process and... (3) I really like to build.  

Basic Specs:  
 Penn Yan built ECI/Lycoming clone, 0-360 A-1-A (180 
h.p.) engine with Lightspeed Plasma II + (half) electronic 
ignition, SkyTec lightweight starter and Van©s 35 amp 
alternator.  The wooden fixed-pitch prop is from Performance 
Propeller in Patagonia, AZ. I also have a Mark Landoll 
harmonic dampener that not only smoothes out felt engine 
roughness, but adds 13 pounds of mass out front to 
compensate for the lightness of the wood prop.  As far as 
instruments go, I am a "fair weather" pilot and my basic VFR 
panel reflects it.  In addition to the normal VFR gauges, I 
chose to go with the very lightweight Becker compact radio 
and Microair Transponder. Both weigh in at less than a pound 
a piece.  I utilize a handheld Lowrance GPS (soon to be 
mounted via a RAM mount on the instrument panel.  
 I flew N269BF for the first time on December 1st, 2003 
with Jay Pratt flying chase.  A very uneventful 35 minute 
flight with my only squawk being a heavy right wing.  A few 
minutes with my hand seamer has fixed that small problem.  I 
currently have a little over 20 hours on the Hobbs (less than 20 
to go to complete the test period) and so far the flying has 
been great.  The new engine is breaking in better than I 
expected and the performance is just what Van claims!  200+ 
mph (180 kts) top speed with cruise at about 190 mph (165 
kts) indicated.  

 I still have not painted the plane due to lack of funds, but I 
have a colorful scheme drawn up.  In the meantime I just 
couldn©t stand the plain metal and fiberglass, so I added a few 

decals from Aerographics.  The Deutsches Kreuz, fake bullet 
holes, my initials as the squadron ID and a "Flying Pig" nose 
art insignia are always good for strange stares and a lot of 
laughs.  
 As with most homebuilt projects there are many people to 
thank for help along the way.  Here are just a few (sorry if I©ve 
left out anyone) ... Rich Rudolph, Jay Pratt, Ger ry K inman, 
Bob Avery, Phil Witt, Stuar t Milson, George Orndor f and 
especially my wife Cindy for most always letting me have the 
Kitchen Pass!

 Note to self – do not raise taxes during an election year.

We discussed it at several BOD meetings.  An article was

So far, only 3 
people have volunteered to help with assessing the fairness of 
the assessment; Jim Rockwood, Giffin Marr , and Carol 
Burns.  Feel free to join in. 
 HAPA’s lawyer, Annette Lloyd, gave a formal legal 
opinion presentation at the March BOD meeting.  She 
compared the runway to a community’s swimming pool.  The 
access is the same for the big and the little property owners.  
Uniform assessment per Lot.  Perfectly legal and properly 
done.  The BOD had the ability and responsibility to levy this 
fee without a formal membership vote.  This has now been 
confirmed by a legal opinion. 
 Unfortunately, the members may come to view the 
$275.00 runway license fee as a true bargain.  With your 
HAPA President’s encouragement one member is talking to 
contractors about replacing the taxiways.  Very soon!  (Guess 
it looks different when it’s not an election year.)  The fix will 
require lots of money.  But so far there isn’t any definitive 
plan for obtaining the extra funding or a study on exactly how 
much funding will be required.  Stand by for further 
developments. 
 Those who think that the less the BOD does, the better, 
should be happy.  We’ve seen 3 LOOONG BOD meetings.  
Not much has been accomplished.  The new officers have yet 
to accomplish anything with any substance.  Instead, now our 
new president is talking about closed meetings, so he won’ t be 
interrupted or corrected by ordinary members.  So much for 
the “sunshine”  of open meetings and better communications. 
 Another point on the meetings, the BOD agreed (and 
formally voted) to follow Robert’s Rules of Order at the 
urging of the HAPA President.  Yet, we’ re not following 
them.  Some wag said, “well, we’ re sort of following them” .  
It’s really kind of funny to watch unless you take these things 
too seriously. 

 The usual social and cleanup activities that we’ ve had for 
the past few years may go away or be curtailed. Our President 
is “ too busy”  with his vast presidential duties to participate.  
Our Vice President has said all he wants to do is spend 
HAPA’s money on the runway and taxiways.  Period.  No 
grass mowing or other maintenance.

If you just informally 
meet together to complain, please keep it to yourself.  The 
Official HAPA `Complaint-O-Meter’ is jam packed full.

 When Glen Smith enlisted in the United States Navy in 
1958 he didn’t anticipate that the Piper Aircraft Corporation 
would begin construction on an airplane about 22 years later 
that he would purchase this year.  Here is Glen and his 1981 
Seneca II.  It has 2700 hours on the airframe and 70 hours on 
each engine and propeller.  The avionics are commensurate 
with an airplane of this quality. 

 
 Tired of mess cooking, compartment cleaning and 
servicing Navy airplanes, Glen applied, and was accepted for 
the Naval Aviation Cadet program in 1960.
